
 In this world, we are all connected because we are all 
family and we are all flawed because we have inherited 
a human nature we were never supposed to have––a sin 
nature.  It is a spiritual “heart condition” that man received 
when he chose to break away from his Maker, and only the 
blood of Jesus can rectify it. Use the following confessions 
and scriptures to determine and affirm your salvation and 
your new nature in Christ!

Today is the day of salvation. “…Behold, now is the 
accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation” 
(2 Corinthians 6:2).

God sent His Son to save me. “For God so loved the 
world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. 
For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn 
the world, but that the world through Him might be saved”
(John 3:16-17). 

Like all, I’ve sinned and fallen short, but I receive grace 
in Jesus. “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory 
of God; being justified freely by His grace through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus” (Romans 3:23-24).

I call on the name of the Lord knowing He will save me. 
“And it shall come to pass that whoever calls on the name 
of the LORD shall be saved” (Acts 2:21).

In my heart, I believe that Jesus was resurrected. With 
my mouth, I confess that He is my Lord.  I am saved!  
“If you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe 
in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, 
you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto 
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto 
salvation” (Romans 10:9-10).

He loved me while I was still a sinner; I’m saved from 
wrath. “But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in 
that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. Much 
more then, having now been justified by His blood, we 
shall be saved from wrath through Him” (Romans 5:8-9).
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I am delivered from darkness and forgiven of all my 
sins! “He has delivered us from the power of darkness 
and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, 
in Whom we have redemption through His blood, the 
forgiveness of sins” (Colossians 1:13-14).

I am not ashamed of what Christ did for me; I live 
by faith now! “For I am not ashamed of the Gospel 
of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for 
everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the 
Greek. For in it the righteousness of God is revealed 
from faith to faith; as it is written, ‘The just shall live by 
faith’” (Romans 1:16-17).  

I am a new creation in Christ! “Therefore, if anyone 
is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have 
passed away; behold, all things have become new” 
(2 Corinthians 5:17).
 
I am redeemed; I’m abounding in His grace. “In Him 
we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness 
of sins, according to the riches of His grace which He 
made to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence” 
(Ephesians 1:7-8).

I didn’t earn my salvation; By grace and through 
faith, I was saved by God. “For by grace you have been 
saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the 
gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast”
(Ephesians 2:8-9).

I will confess Jesus before others, and Jesus will 
confess me before God! Jesus says, “Whosoever 
therefore shall confess Me before men, him will I confess 
also before My Father which is in Heaven” 
(Matthew 10:32).

I will not draw back as some do; I will live by faith 
and believe! “Now the just shall live by faith: but if any 
man draw back, My soul shall have no pleasure in him. 
But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but 
of them that believe to the saving of the soul” 
(Hebrews 10:38-39).

With Christ, I know I can do all things! “I can do 
all things through Christ which strengtheneth me”
